Headings: All written/typed assignments should include the following information: name, date, subject, assignment.  I will review and display an example of my desired heading format with students. 

Cursive: 4th graders are working through Handwriting Without Tears Cursive Success book.  This reinforces what WOLCA students learned last year.  The 5th graders are applying their cursive in their daily lessons. Cursive will be required in all Vocab/Spelling assignments for the next few months.

Vocab Journal Assignments: Many aspects of this assignment have changed.  NEW! Vocab Journals are due FRIDAY MORNING. If I don’t have them by test time, they’re late!  The assignment is to write a numbered list of the 20 words and 10 meaningful sentences in NEAT CURSIVE.  Definitions are no longer required.  However, they can earn you 5 bonus points on the week’s test if you choose to do them.  
*Please note there will be no spelling assignments the first week in January.
Literacy: As we prepare for the NYS ELA tests in a few months we will participate in a variety of literacy activities.  I ask that all students read an average of 20 min per day at home.  Students are always welcome to bring their books to school for use during free reading.

Math: I’m sure it won’t surprise you to know that I want all students to practice math facts.  We’re almost done with our multiplication unit and will then jump into division.  A solid foundation in multiplication facts is important in both units.

Science: The science fair will be here before we know it! Soon all students will receive detailed instructions for a research assignment to be completed at home.  Students may use the research report as a base for their science fair project.  

Test Corrections: Test corrections MUST be on separate paper.  Students have tried to hand in crossed out answers on original tests.  I will only accept test corrections that are rewritten on separate paper attached to the original test.  In order to raise the grade, test corrections must be handed in the NEXT school day.
